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Warm-up, 10 minutes focusing on building rapport and community interaction.
Pronunciation, 10--15 minutes practicing different aspects of pronunciation (Ex.
syllable stress, rhythm/intonation, etc.).

Breakout rooms, 30--45 minutes. In small groups, facilitated by one native-English
speaking university student, students practice using discussion language and
taking different roles (Ex. clarifying, agreeing, disagreeing, etc.).

Whole group "fishbowl" discussion, 20--30 minutes. Students work on
implementing the skills and language they practiced in the breakout rooms
during a “fishbowl!"” discussion: one smaller group participates (Ex. 6--8 students),
and the others observe and take notes.

Feedback/debrief, 10--15 minutes. Students do self and peer evaluations based
on their observations of the ‘fishbowl” discussion. In addifion, the instructor gives
feedback and suggestions for improvement.
